	Topic: Where is ancient history.

	A. Intents/Objectives/Purpose (from Aoki's IDAE Model)
Pedagogic, Scientific and Personal Purposes: Students will be able to identify historical ancient events and identify them on a map. More importantly, they will be able to reflect on what they identify on a map and how what they know relates to a very narrow perspective of history that doesn't accommodate a global perspective. Hopefully they will be able to be critical of which histories they see in the future.

	Administration/Homework

· Set up a global map that can be marked on. Would recommend placing a piece of glass or some see through rectangle over the map and writing on it with dry erase markers. Simply having paper maps would work as well.

	1. Introduction/Set/Advanced Organizers

· Greet the class and introduce yourself. Mention that they will be working together to come up with definitive answers to the following questions and they need consensus on their answer.

	2. Coached/Guide-Practice/Seatwork

· Ask the students the following questions:

· Name the two earliest civilizations and point them out on the global map.
· Name the first state and where they are on the global map.

· Name who did philosophy first and where.

· Where was the first evidence of writing discovered? 

	
	Discussing with each other to come up with answers. Marking on map.

	3. Clarifying/Creating-Understanding/Concept-Development

· Ideally this activity would be done after students have learned most of the content from the Grade 10 Social Studies curriculum because if their answers are informed by the curriculum, the majority of their answers will be located generally around Europe on the map. Here you will introduce alternative answers to the question and provide them with additional information about these new answers (found in appendix). Make sure to mark down the locations of these answers on the map when you explain them to demonstrate the global nature of these human achievements.

	4. Closure/Summary
· Point out that when we talk about history or the course of history or historical events it is typically within a particular context ie. Western perspective. Point to the map and show how looking at history from one exclusive place misses other, just as relevant, histories. Finally ask them: how can we learn about global history?
· To extend the discussion introduce the term eurocentrism and provide modern examples of eurocentrism. Ask them what other consequences exist when taking a Eurocentric approach. Additionally, you could as: why do we care about who did what first at all? How is this significant?

Earliest civilizations: (aknowledge that these are all disputed and that the definition of civilization isn’t always coherent).
· 4500 bc.
· Norte chico 3500 bc.
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· Jiahu 7000 – 5000 bc.

First State: China (as argued by Francis Fukuyama. https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/The_Origins_of_Political_Order 
Earliest philosophers: Acknowledge that the definition of philosophy is also arbitrary and that other arguments also exist.
· Around 480 bc, the Buddha was enlightened in this region of modern day india. His teachings dealt with epistemology, metaphysics and ethics around 80 years prior to the death of Socrates who is typically argued as the first philosopher.
